80. City Manager and other staff reports

80.1 Bill Hoke, Deputy City Manager addressed the council and reported that under the Sustainable Communities Grant
Program, Southern Oregon Economic Development (SOREDI} and Dry Creek Landfil and Rogue Disposal
recently made a joint application to the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development, the U.S. Department
of Transportation and the U.S. Department of Environmental Quality in the amount of $135,000. If successful, the
money will be used for a Feasibility Study and Implementation Plan to develop a local renewable source of
compressed natural gas or liquefied natural gas from the regional solid waste facility. The published grant criteria
identify locally developed renewable energy projects that can demonstrate emission benefits, aiternatives to
imported petroleum fuels and regional economic benefits. Sustainable renewable energy couid be used to fuel
portions of the public based MPO fleet.

80.2 City Manager Michael Dyal noted that the City has greatly benefited from the volunteer work of many individuals
who have given of their own time to install bloswales along the Bear Creek. These elements are designed to
remove siit and pollution from surface runoff water. This effort has been spearheaded by Jim Hutchins, who over
the years has done an excellent job of educating the public about the importance of preserving the healthy ecology
of Bear Creek. The City would like to help complete the project with support of $1,500. This is a small token of
appreciation for all the hours and work that the volunteers have put in and will require a motion. The money is
available in the Council's vision fund.

Motion: Allocate $1,500 to Jim Hutchins for the bioswale project.

80.3 Mr. Dyal reported that the Federal government will be funding additional Tiger Grants. These grants will be called
Tiger 1l Grants and will be funded with 1/3 of the amount of money as the initial Tiger Grants. Cory Crebbin Public
Works director addressed the council and provided information regarding the grant program and that there will be
$570 million available. He noted that this round of grants is requiring matching funds. Mr. Crebbin reported that
the City had submitted the South Stage Overcrossing project for the first round of grants and that he will be
meeting with property owners from the South Stage area to discuss potential for match dollars.

80.4 Cory Crebbin, Public Works Director addressed the council and provided information regarding the Total
Maximum Daily Limit (TMDL) requirements for Bear Creek. These requirements are imposed by the Department
of Environmental Quality and are imposed on Bear Creek not the City of Medford. However, city does have a
DEQ adopted implementation plan which was approved and has been followed on schedule. Medford is not
responsible to solve the TMDL issue of Bear Creek as only a portion flows through Medford, but all entities who
contribute to Bear Creek have to have a plan. He noted that some of the efforts undertaken by the City of Medford
includes modification of ordinances regulating storm water runoff standards, planting of trees (which is not in the
plan but has been done), improved cleaning schedule of storm drains, development of detention improvements
among others.

80.5 John Huttl, City Attorney addressed the council regarding receipt of a letter from city employee Doug Detling
regarding a request by management group employees for the city to support of hiring an attorney to represent the
employees in relation to the Bova Class Action suit. The employees are requesting $20,000 from council to
provide assistance in hiring an attorney to represent the employees in pursuit of the ending of the injunction that if
not removed could cost the employees and the City of Medford over $500,000. Mr. Detling addressed the council
and noted that the request has the potential of positively impacting the financial requirements of the City of
Medford in providing retiree health insurance.

City Attorney John Huttl presented a resolution granting this request for council consideration.

130.1 COUNCIL BILL 2010-111 An ordinance amending Chapter 8 of the Medford Code by amending Sections 8.400,
8.410, 8.440, 8.510, 8.515, 8.520, 8.525, 8.530, 8.535, 8.545, 8.565, 8.570, 8.580, 8.585, adding Section 8.500,
replacing Section 8.505, and repealing Section 8.550 pertaining to taxicabs and armored car service, safe and
lock companies, and security atarm salesmen.

A RESOLUTION authorizing financial contribution not to exceed $20,000 to pay attorney
fees for City employees to appear in opposition to the plaintiff’s requested relief in the case of Bova
v. City of Medford, Jackson County Circuit Court Case Number 08-1663-E7, and appeal therein.

WHEREAS, Joseph Bova has sued the City alleging that the City’s current health care
coverage with Oregon Teamsters Employers Trust (OTET) violates ORS 243.303; and

WHEREAS, Jackson County Circuit Court Judge Mark Schively has certified a class which
includes management group employees and teamster employees; and

WHEREAS, Judge Schively has entered a judgment for an injunction that would require the
City to provide coverage different from the current OTET coverage; and

WHEREAS, the City has opposed the suit and the injunctive relief; the injunction has been
stayed pending appeal; and

WHEREAS, employees in the class have approached the City Council explaining that their
interests are not being represented by the attomey for the class, and that they wish to maintain the
status quo of health care benefits coverage with OTET, and they have requested that the City Council
authorize financial assistance to those employees to retain independent counsel to represent their
interests; and -

WHEREAS, it would be a hardship on those employees to finance legal opposition to the
Bova lawsuit; and

WHEREAS, success by the employees in obtaining legal relief to maintain the status Iquo-
would be a benefit to the City in that suit; now, therefore,

BEIT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF MEDFORD, OREGON,
that financial assistance in an amount not to exceed $20,000 of attorney fees and costs is authorized
for these employees to retain an independent attorney to represent their interests in opposition to the
relief sought in the Bova case. The attorney bill shall be reviewed by the City Attorney and Finance
Director prior to payment being issued.

Dear Brent:

As you know, the City of Medford and Teamsters Local 223 are parties to five bargaining unit
contracts that are currently in effect through June 30, 2010 (and in one case through June 30,
2011). All of these agreements provide employees with health insurance coverage under the
Oregon Teamsters Employers Trust.

Circuit Court Judge Mark Schiveley has issued a court order requiring the City to provide health
insurance coverage to all its employees under ORS 243.303, which coverage provides retirees
with the ability to continue such coverage until age 65. The court order requires such action by
March 15, 2010, and Judge Schiveley has denied the City’s request for a stay. Pending an appeal
of this denial, the City is obligated to comply with the order and to attempt to obtain such
coverage for the bargaining units covered by the agreements cited above.

Accordingly, the City requests the Union agree to reopen the current agreements for employees
represented by Teamsters Local 223 for purposes of discussing obtaining coverage that provides

We respectfully request that these items be discussed and bargained prior to the expiration of
current labor agreements.
